POOL RULES 2011

NO ONE WILL BE ADMITTED TO THE POOL OR POOL AREA WITHOUT A POOL
PASS

All monthly association fees must be current to use the pool.

UPON ENTRY TO THE POOL OR POOL AREA PRESENT YOUR POOL PASS TO
THE LIFE GUARD ON DUTY. PLEASE SIGN THE ENTRY LOG.

Please be advised the lifeguards on duty will have full authority to make judgment
calls concerning the conduct of individuals within the pool area and may ask a
person(s) to leave for infraction of the rules or disorderly conduct. His or her
primary concern is the safety of everyone at the pool area. Should you be asked
to leave for a violation of the rules or disorderly conduct your Pool Pass may be
confiscated and will be forwarded to the Kempton Park Owners Association
Board of Directors for review of the incident.

IF YOU REFUSE TO LEAVE THE POOL THE LIFE GUARD WILL CALL THE
POLICE.

Upon a review of the incident the Kempton Park Owners Association Board of
Directors or their designated representatives will recommend sanctions if any are
to be taken against a Member. Only after a thorough review of the incident will
the Member’s Pool Pass be returned via U.S Mail to the residence noted on the
Pool Pass. Members will not be admitted to the Pool until the review of the
incident involving their Pool Pass has been reviewed and Pool Passes are
returned to the residence.

Children under the age of FOURTEEN (14) MUST be accompanied by an adult or
guardian who is at least EIGHTEEN (18) years of age.

Only Members 16 and over WITH PICTURED IDENTIFICATION may bring guests.
We are limiting guests to 4 per household (this is 4 guests plus the members of the
household).

No more than 67 persons are allowed in the pool area at any given time. This includes

the wading pool area.

CHILDREN FIVE (5) YEARS OLD AND UNDER MAY USE THE WADING POOL.
THEY MUST HAVE AN ADULT WITH THEM WHILE IN THIS AREA.



Only swimsuits are allowed, no cut offs or tee shirts or any other attire may be
worn to go swimming. Children still wearing diapers must wear SWIM diapers in
the pools.

You MUST shower before using the pool. This is especially essential if you have
been sunning and using oils and lotions.

ABSOLUTELY

NO SMOKING AT POOL OR ON GROUNDS

NO Alcoholic beverages

NO glass containers

NO weapons

NO Pets (exceptions will be those providing assistance to handicapped persons).

No eating or drinking will be allowed around the pool. Eating and drinking is permitted

in the cabana area. Remember to use the trash cans provided for disposal of any
refuse.
